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About Avondyke

Avondyke is Clyde Region’s Scout training centre. It is situated just 
outside Stonehouse in the heart of South Lanarkshire.

The Centre boasts 2.5 acres of perfect camping ground, external 
water supply, fire areas and inside sleeping accommodation.

The centrally heated, indoor sleeping accommodation  and the 
campsite makes Avondyke the perfect centre for days visits, whole 
Group camps and Pack Holidays as well as being a good base for 
training and traditional Scout activities.

Avondyke extends a warm welcome to a wide number of  
organisations including Scouts, Girlguiding UK, Boy s Brigade, 
Sunday Schools and other youth groups.

The inside accommodation can 
sleep up to 28 young people in 
two large dormitories and adult 
leaders are accommodated in two 
smaller four bedded rooms.

The centre has adequate shower 
& washing facilities to cope with 
groups with both boys and girls.

The kitchen offers a six ring gas 
hob with a large oven, bain
marie, fridge and freezer and 
storage facilities.

A serving hatch leads directly 
from the kitchen to the dining 
room where your party will be 
able to comfortably enjoy their 
meals.

The Centre has a second hall 
which you can use for games, 
indoor activities or six or patrol 
instruction.

There is also a small office, with a 
telephone available to use as a 
leaders room.

Travelling to Avondyke -

� The nearest rail station to Avondyke is Motherwell which is a short 
journey away.

� Glasgow International Airport is 33 miles away.

� Edinburgh International Airport is 44 miles away.

� Information about local bus services can be obtained by contacting the 
Centre’s volunteers.

� To get to Avondyke by car, go through Stonehouse until you come to the 
sign for Stonehouse Primary and turn into Sidehead Road. After 
approximately 4km, take the fork for Kirkmuirhill a nd Avondyke is 
located 2/3km along the road on the left hand side.

Local services -

� The closest Accident & Emergency is located at Hairmyres Hospital, East 
Kilbride.

� Stonehouse offers Roman Catholic and Church of Scotland churches.

� A short distance away, in Stonehouse you will find a supermarket, 
garage and banking facilities.

� Larger shops can be found in Strathaven or Larkhall.
