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Application Guidance

The Region’s Development Fund exists to provide small amounts of financial support to Scout Groups and Districts that will extend, develop and improve the quality of Scouting provided to young people across Clyde Region.

The fund should be used to contribute to a pool of funding from the Group and District (or other sources) and should not normally be the only source of funding for a particular activity, event or project.

Some examples of possible requests are as follows:

	· Support for the recruitment of new adults

· Support for the recruitment of young people

· Contribution to the cost of training adults

· Promoting Scouting

· A contribution to the cost of transport for a camp from a Development Group

· Practical Support for a Group or District

	· Expenditure on Scout Halls

· Payment of the HQ membership subscription

· Anything that could attract funding from the Outdoor Pursuits Training Fund


All applications should be able to demonstrate a clear outcome for the Group or District.

Applications should normally be for no more than £500.

A detailed cost of what you are applying for should be attached to the application form and a copy of your Group’s accounts must also be submitted. Applications which do not have accounts will not be considered.

Applications can be submitted at any time and will be considered by the Region’s General Purposes Sub Committee.

Terms and Conditions of Funding 

By accepting funding from Clyde Scouts, you are agreeing to the following terms and conditions:
· The grant awarded can only be used for the purpose applied for and only by the recipient(s) of the group detailed on the application form.
· All paperwork must be completed and returned before funds will be issued.
· If there are any changes in circumstances, you must inform accounts@clydescouts.org.uk 
· If the activity or project costs less than expected, any underspend must be returned to the Region.
· Following receipt of an award you must complete a funding report and associated paperwork within 6 months or by the date specified which informs the General Purposes sub-Committee about how the grant was spent and the impact it made to the Scouting project or activity.
Reporting 
Reporting on your project or activity is a requirement of all our grants. It involves telling us about your project so that we can account for the money and promote your achievements where practical.
After the project, you will be asked to provide an impact report to update the following:
· Aims (what you did)
· Outcomes (how you did it)
· Benefits (why you did it)
· Number of beneficiaries (how many people will benefit from the money)
· Provide any pictures or evidence where appropriate that demonstrate the impact the funding has made.
As part of our responsibilities as a charity, we must account for every penny given out. The money we grant comes from external funders, donors, our membership, and commercial income.
